ANTIGUA (Saint John’s) – Farewell to Antigua (ending at ANU airport)

Sightseeing | Airport transfer 
This excursion ends at Antigua Intl. airport (ANU) at approx. 14:30 and is suitable for guests with flight after 16:30 
Bid farewell to Antigua with a scenic and historic journey across the island, culminating at Antigua Intl. Airport.  
The tour begins at the port of St. John’s, from where you will drive through the island’s lush interior, passing small 
villages and rolling landscapes en route to the dramatic southern coastline.  
Your first stop is Shirley Heights, a 150-meter-high promontory that once served as a British military lookout. From 
here, you will enjoy sweeping panoramic views of English Harbour, the Caribbean Sea, and the surrounding 
mountains. You can explore the ruins of the old fort and learn about its strategic importance in Antigua’s colonial 
history. Next, the tour continues to Nelson’s Dockyard, a UNESCO World Heritage Site and one of the finest examples 
of an 18th-century British naval base in the Caribbean. Built in 1725 and named after Admiral Lord Horatio Nelson, the 
dockyard played a vital role in securing British maritime dominance in the West Indies. Today, it has been beautifully 
restored and is open to the public. Visitors can explore original structures including the naval officer’s quarters, 
workshops, and warehouses. 
After a guided tour of the dockyard, enjoy a light lunch at the Copper and Lumber Hotel, a charming establishment 
built in Georgian architectural style and located right within the historic harbor.  
Following lunch, a drive across the island will take you to Antigua Airport, where you will catch your flight home. 
 
Please note:  
✓ A minimum number of participants is required. It it is not attained, the tour may be cancelled. 
✓ This excursion involves moderate walking over uneven surfaces (approximately 2 km), with some steps  
✓ Luggage will be loaded on a luggage truck and delivered at the end of the tour. Guests will need to idnetify their 
luggage at the cruise terminal before the tour departs, and then collect it at the airport before checking in. 
✓ Estimated driving times: 45 min between St. John's and Shirley Heights; 20 min between Shirley Heights and 
Nelson’s Dockyard; 45 min between Nelson’s Dockyard and the airport.  
 
 
 

ANTIGUA (Saint John’s) – Beach break at Hodges Bay (ending at ANU airport)

Beach | Airport transfer 
This excursion ends at Antigua airport (ANU) at 16:00 and is suitable for guests with flight after 18:30 
Make the most of your final hours in the Caribbean with a relaxing beach experience in beautiful Antigua. Upon 
leaving the cruise port, you will travel along Antigua's scenic northern coastline to the beautiful Hodges Bay Resort & 
Spa, where a relaxing beach day awaits. On arrival, you will enjoy access to the resort's facilities, including the 
swimming pool, beach loungers, changing facilities, and a range of complimentary non-motorized water sports. 
Spend your time kayaking, paddleboarding, snorkeling in the crystal-clear Caribbean waters, or simply unwinding on 
the beach beneath the warm tropical sun. During your visit, you can also take the resort ferry to nearby Prickly Pear 
Island, a small offshore paradise known for its white-sand beach, calm turquoise waters, and excellent snorkeling. 
Food and beverages will be available for purchase at the resort and on Prickly Pear Island, allowing you to enjoy lunch, 
snacks, or refreshing drinks whenever you wish. After approximately 3.5 hours of leisure time, you will depart Hodges 
Bay and you will be transferred to V.C. Bird International Airport, arriving with plenty of time before your flight.  
 
Please note:  
✓ A minimum number of participants is required. It it is not attained, the tour may be cancelled. 
✓ Airlines require guests on international flights to arrive at the airport at least 2:30 prior to flight departure. 
✓ Services included: transfers (port -> beach -> airport); luggage storage; day pass at the beah resort. 
✓ Lunch and drinks are not included in the tour. However, guests can purchase food and beverages at the resort.

ANTIGUA (Saint John’s) 
Star Clippers offers the following transfer services (optional, at an additional cost): 
 

- Shared transfer to Antigua airport (ANU) 
✓ Guests who have purchased a shared transfer cannot choose their own pick up time.  
✓ There is a fixed departure from the port at approximately 09:00 (arrival at the airport at around 09:30). 
✓ This transfer is suitable for guests whose flight departs after 12:00. 

 

- Private transfers to Antigua airport or to hotels. 
✓ Private transfers can be arranged from the pier to any hotel on the island, regardless of location. 
✓ Pick up from the pier for private transfers is no later than 10:00. 

 

- Private transfers from hotels to the airport. 
✓ Private transfers can be arranged from any hotel on the island, regardless of location. 
✓ This service can only be pre-booked prior to your cruise and cannot be booked onboard. 

 
Transfers and excursions ending at the airport can also be booked prior to your cruise. 
Bookings made onboard during the cruise are always subject to avaialability. 
If you wish to book a private transfer, we recommend that you book well in advance prior to your cruise, as the 
number of vehicles may be limited at certain times of the year.  
For information and reservations please contact our reservations department or your travel agent. 
 
The ship will be alongside at one of the cruise piers of Saint John’s port. 
Antigua airport is located 8.5 km from the cruise port (approx. 20 minutes drive).
